	Please provide a brief bio and any background information (Max 250 words): My name is Jane Doe, and I am a visual artist with a focus on themes of resilience, survival, and healing. Ten years ago, I experienced homelessness after losing my job and being unable to secure stable housing. During that difficult time, I began using art as a way to process the overwhelming emotions of instability and fear. Drawing, and eventually painting, became a therapeutic practice that helped me heal and make sense of my experiences.

Art has remained central to my life, and over the years I have honed my craft, creating works that reflect the emotional complexities of homelessness and recovery. My goal is to use my art to bring visibility to the challenges faced by individuals experiencing homelessness and to create a space for dialogue and understanding. I am now seeking the time and space to fully dedicate myself to creating a cohesive body of work that speaks to the strength and resilience of those who have lived through similar struggles.
	Project Description (Max 500 words): "Reflections of Resilience" is a visual art project that will explore the emotional and psychological impact of homelessness through a series of abstract paintings and mixed media works. Each piece will focus on different aspects of the experience, such as the isolation, fear, hope, and ultimately, the resilience it takes to overcome such challenges. My goal is to create an emotional connection between the viewer and the subject matter, encouraging empathy and understanding toward those who have experienced homelessness.

I plan to use the grant to secure a dedicated studio space where I can focus on creating these works. Currently, I work out of a small, shared space that limits my ability to experiment with larger pieces and mixed media. A private studio would allow me to create on a larger scale, experiment with new techniques, and fully immerse myself in my creative process.

In addition to the physical works, I will partner with local homelessness advocacy organizations to host discussions and workshops that use my art as a platform for dialogue. By collaborating with these organizations, I hope to reach a broader audience and create a space for conversations around homelessness, resilience, and the role of art in social change.

The final exhibition will be held at a local gallery, and I plan to explore further opportunities to exhibit the work in other venues across the city. The project will be both a creative and community-centered endeavor, allowing me to use my art to contribute to the broader conversation on homelessness.

For years, I have worked on small-scale pieces while juggling other responsibilities, but this grant would provide me the time and resources to fully dedicate myself to developing a cohesive body of work. By focusing solely on my art, I can explore new techniques, experiment with larger formats, and refine my visual language.

Additionally, this project will help me establish a stronger presence in the art community. Exhibiting my work in galleries and collaborating with advocacy organizations will not only expand my professional network but also open up future opportunities for commissions and partnerships. Ultimately, this project is a stepping stone toward my goal of becoming a full-time artist while continuing to use my creative practice to advocate for social justice.

• Studio space rental for one year, providing me the space needed to create larger, more ambitious pieces

• Art supplies, including high-quality canvases, paints, and mixed media materials to bring my vision to life

• Costs associated with exhibiting the work, such as framing, transportation, and gallery fees

• Marketing materials, including the creation of a website, printing postcards, and social media promotion

• Travel expenses for research and inspiration, particularly to visit other homelessness advocacy events and organizations that may inform the project

The exposure from these exhibitions will help establish my reputation as an artist, leading to more opportunities for commissions, collaborations, and sales. I will also build a strong online presence, using my website and social media to promote my work and connect with art collectors and galleries.

Additionally, I am committed to partnering with nonprofit organizations and homelessness advocacy groups to continue using my art as a platform for awareness and dialogue. By offering art workshops to individuals experiencing homelessness, I can give back to the community and encourage others to use art as a tool for healing and expression. These workshops, along with the sale of my work, will help generate income and allow me to continue creating meaningful art that reflects the resilience of the human spirit.
